This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	We believe that music is a universal language in which every pupil should have the opportunity to begin to learn at Albany Infant and Nursery School.  A high-quality music education should provide all pupils with the opportunity to sing and to begin to learn a musical instrument. We aim for our pupils to leave school with a growing appreciation of how music is composed and performed, allowing them to listen with musical discrimination and judgement at an age appropriate level. 
We have a duty to ensure compliance with the National Curriculum and attainment targets. We have also included the NEW MODEL MUSIC CURRICULUM in our planning and subject maps through the use of the Chranga music scheme. We understand that 'the National Curriculum provides pupils with an introduction to the core knowledge that they need to be educated citizens. We have built our curriculum around the key knowledge we feel our children need to begin to acquire musicality and musical skill. Our key knowledge is progressive, linking the early years and key stage one building on disciplinary knowledge and skills. Music can be taught discretely or through other subjects. 
We follow the Model Music Curriculum, published by the DFE in March 2021 through the use of Chranga. This allows children to access key musical pieces from over the years. Exploring different genres and periods of music. A strong emphasis on listening skills is crucial to the understanding, interpretation, and life-long love of music. Styles range from early music, classical and modern orchestral tracks to and numerous other traditional music genres. Music from many countries is embedded as the focus or stimulus for multiple units of study. 

Our Musical Aims 
Our well-balanced curriculum promotes the spiritual, moral, cultural, cultural, mental and physical development of pupils and prepares them for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of later life. 
We will:
· develop pupils' spoken language, reading and writing in all subjects and will develop pupils' mathematical fluency through music teaching too. 
· ensure that all pupils perform listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of great musicians and composers. This is supported by the recommended Listening list published within the Model Music Curriculum – adopted by each year group in school. 
· ensure that all pupils learn to sing and to use their voices, to compose and make music with others
· have the opportunity to explore musical instruments, and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence through wider curriculum opportunities. 
· ensure that music is part of everyday provision and children have the opportunity to listen to, express themselves to and explore various genres
· understand age-appropriate musical notations and how music is constructed, produced and communicated through its inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture and structure. 
· promote the teaching of numeracy and literacy within all subjects. 
· share good practice within the school and encourage performance opportunities. 

In Foundation Stage 1 and 2, Music is taught weekly and it also forms part of the Expressive Art and Design daily curriculum. Children have opportunity to sing rhymes and songs daily and have access to musical instruments in the continuous provision. Children can also access a music area during outside play provision, In Key stage one, each class has weekly timetabled curriculum music lessons.

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Albany Infant and Nursery School offers a Key Stage One Choir lead by the school Music Lead. 
Recorder groups are provided for Year 2 children in the Summer term taught by the Music Lead. This takes place at lunch times. 
All children are encouraged to sing in weekly singing assemblies led by the Music Lead. 
Musical provision is part of everyday play experiences for all pupils. 



Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	MUSICAL OPPORTUNITIES
Children in Foundation Stage perform a Nativity to parents each Christmas. 
Children in Year 1 perform a Nativity to parents each Christmas. 
Children in Year 2 attend the local church to perform at Christmas time. 
Year 2 perform to Parents at a leaving assembly.
Singing assembly occurs each week where children learn about music from around the world We focus on dynamics, notation and pace of music. 
Year groups listen to music from contrasting location e.g. Africa and from past times. 
Music is played on entry to school to create a welcoming environment.
