	Key achievements to date until July 2025:
	Areas for further improvement and baseline evidence of need:

	· Pupil’s participation in PE lessons remain high, if PE kits are forgotten there are spare at school so that all children engage in sports regularly. 
· Safe practice in PE is part of each lesson.
· Links have been made to wellbeing of children and physical exercise to encourage staff to engage in more active lessons where possible. 
· Swimming lessons for Year 2 are successful and an incentive for attendance.
· Enrichment activities take place throughout the year. 
· Active playtimes are encouraged by the play leader.
· A full curriculum is devised, and staff should have received sufficient training to enable a successful, schoolwide roll out. 
· Increase range of physical activity for playtimes – OPAL
· SEND interventions for PE.
· Additional use of sensory circuits in SEND sessions. 

	· Continue to encourage highly active PE lessons where the aim is 95% of the lesson to be an active lesson.
· Continue to encourage children and staff to access at least 30 minutes of physical activity daily. 
· Revision of curriculum to ensure that children develop high level of skills and introductory game play 
· Ensure that equipment is fit for purpose
· Ensure that OPAL play initiative continues to gain momentum introducing ball zone, digging area, dance zone, water play and game play 
· Increase physical literacy for youngest children
